As per the Environment Clearance, the built up
area of the project is 50,837.34 sq.m (37,126.04
sqm for all the floors + 13,711.30 sq.m for
basement).

However, planning of the project has been changed
and fresh application has been submitted to
SEIAA, Punjab for obtaining the Environmental
Clearance.

b) Of the environment

Total water requirement for the project is 186
KLD, out of which 124 KLD is the fresh water
requirement being met from ground water. 62 KLD
is the flushing water demand being met from
treated wastewater.

About 149 KLD of wastewater is being generated
which is treated in STP installed of capacity 200
KLD within the project premises.

About 553 kg/day of solid waste has been
generated from the project, which is segregated
into biodegradable and non-biodegradable waste
and managed as per as the Solid Waste
Management Rules, 2016.
